Wake Up! To Violence Prevention  
 

For the first time in Monroe County, students were able to experience what Youth Violence Prevention Week events are all about, thanks to an MYCP sponsorship. April 3 -7 marked the event, with a series of activities that help create an environment of safety, love, celebrating each other's uniqueness, all in an effort to promote safer school environments. 
 

Each of the five days of Violence Prevention Week has its own theme: promote respect and tolerance, manage your anger, resolve conflicts peacefully, support safety, and unite in action. Today, teachers and students are faced with a myriad of challenges, including larger classroom sizes, emotional stresses, substance abuses, bullying, and even weapons in school. It is the intention of this program to help schools increasingly achieve their dreams, as well as address student behavior. 
 
Monroe County Schools dressed and decorated accordingly for a Cultural Celebration Day, pencils and stickers were made available to all elementary schools, in addition to (six) middle- and high-schools hosting a "Take Control USA" concert geared toward conflict resolution and better communication skills. Physical education classes promoted stress- and anger-releasing exercises, as well as role playing in bullying situations and resolving them peacefully.  Students also have a suggestion box for which they can input their own strategies for making theirs the school of their dreams! 
 
MYCP helped produce a Powerpoint presentation for area teachers, enabling students to create their own Random Acts of Kindness campaign celebrating even the smallest of good deeds. Students also will be encouraged to start their own campaign for next year's National & Global Youth Service Day, slated for April 20-22, 2007.
 

To complement the week's activities, Sgt. Daniel Willover, a National Guard presenter, attended Monroe County High Schools between April 19-28 to spread awareness of the dangers of Alcohol, Tobacco, and Other Drugs (ATOD).
